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Factors Affecting Warm Hearted Family Conditions of Farmers

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ABSTRACT: The purpose of this research was to study some certain personal, economic and
societal characteristics of farmers’ families and factors affecting the warm hearted family conditions
of farmers in Omkoi District, Chiang Mai Province. The sample group used in the research was
families of farmers in Omkoi District Chiang Mai Province, consisting of 194 people. Data were
collected by using questionnaires. Descriptive statistics used for data analysis include percentage,
mean, maximum, minimum, and stand deviation. Hypotheses are tested using multiple regression
analysis. The results show that Most of the farmers are male, 88.1%. The average aged is 45 years.
74.2% are Buddhists and 51.0% are uneducated. For 59.3% are married and almost all, 97.9%, have
wedding ceremony. Most of them have 4 household members, 2 children and 2 people per household
for labor in the agricultural sector. An average income is 45,234 baht per year. There is 76.3% receive
information from community leaders and organizations. The hypothesis testing found that the factors
that relate to the warm hearted family of farmers are religion, education level, number of household
members and receive sources of news and information from community leaders and organizations.
