ABSTRACT: The main objective of this study was to determine the factors that are related to
farmers’ attitudes toward Rice Insurance Project in 2017/2018 crop year. The samples in this
study were 197 farmers from Dok Kham Tai District, Phayao Province. The Research data was
collected through interviews schedules of the farmers during June to August 2018. Descriptive
statistics include Frequency, Percentage, Mean, Maximum, Minimum, Standard deviation and
inferential statistics to test hypothesis in multiple regression analysis were used to analyze the
data. The study indicated that most farmers are male with an average age of 56.29 years and
educated in the primary level. The average experience of rice cultivation was 29.03 years. In
the year of cultivation 2017/2018, the average annual growing rice area was 15.08 Rai. The
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average income from growing seasonal rice was 28,349.03 baht and the average debt was
140,426.40 baht. Most of the farmers received news about the project from Bank for Agriculture
and Agricultural Cooperatives (BAAC). However, the farmer’s knowledge and attitude about
the Rice Insurance Project was moderate and high respectively. From hypothesis testing, it was
found that education levels and debt were statistically significantly positively correlated with
the attitude of the farmers at the level of 0.05. Experience of season rice, number of channels
to receive news, and experience of natural disasters were statistically significantly negatively
correlated with the attitude of the farmers at the level of 0.05. Therefore, BAAC should adjust
premiums and compensation to match with production and the annual rice market in the country.
In addition, BAAC should send the staff to the area in order to publicize personally to the farmers.
