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Supplementary occupation for income increasing of
farmer housewives, Pa Sang District, Lamphun Province
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ABSTRACT: The objective of this study was to investigate the conditions of supplementary occupation for income
increasing of farmer’s housewives, satisfactions, requirements, problems, barriers, and limitations of supplementary
occupation for income increasing of farmer housewives. As data collection, a total sample of 348 farmer’s housewives
in Pa Sang District, Lamphun Province, Thailand was collected by a set of questionnaire, the data were analyzed by
the descriptive statistical analysis (frequency, percentage, average, minimum, maximum, and standard deviation).
In addition, the weight mean score of the satisfactions and requirements was calculated. The results found that the
farmer housewives had an average age of 51 years old. Most of the occupations was farming longan which had an
average yearly income 93,769.5 bath. Regarding the supplementary occupation of the farmer housewives, they are
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mostly working for themselves and some of them are labor in the household. Moreover, most of the supplementary
occupations are outside the agricultural sector including freelance, handicraft, self-employed with an average income
of 49,897 4 baht per year. In term of supplementary occupational satisfaction, the level of satisfaction is very high
which has an average of 3.7 because of self-development, one’s own potential, self-esteem, and pride oneself.
In addition to the supplementary occupational requirement, the level of satisfaction is very high which has an average
of 3.6 because of additional funding sources, motivation, suggestion and collaboration, and water resource.
Moreover, they have some problems and barriers about labor shortage, unstable price of agriculture products, and

lack of knowledge and skill in the occupational supplement.
