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Value and utilization of non-timber forest products of villagers in
Srithan sub-district, Phu Kradueng district, Loei province
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ABSTRACT: Non-timber forest products (NTFPs) play a significant role for villagers who live near forest areas
because most of these areas contain land with steep slopes that are not suitable for agriculture. As a result, many
villagers cannot cultivate enough rice to meet their household consumption needs. This study aims to examine
diversity, and utilization of NTFPs of villagersrs in Nonoi village, Sri Than sub-district, Phu Kradueng district,
Loei province which 80 % of the sub-district area is forest and it is located closed to Phu Kradueng national park.
Moreover, the villagers in this sub-district have used the NTFPs for more than 30 years. This study based on secondary
data and semi-structure interview with three villagers who have collected the NTFPs for more than 30 years. This
study had been done on October 2016. The study found that all informants found similar kinds of NTFPs. There are
more than 20 kinds of NTFPs collected by villagers including Pak Wan Pa, Hed Khai, Hed Ra Ngok, Hed Phueng,
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Hed Na Lae, Hed Kradang, Noe Mai Phai, Noe Mai Bong, Noe Mai Phainam, Noe Mai Phairai, Noe Mai Phaijod,
Noe Mai Phairoug, Pak Ee Log, Pak Nham, Pak Tew, Pak Kradon, Pak Mek, Pak Good, Pak Krajiew, and Pak Sab.
The villagers use these products for both household consumption and as sources of supplementary income. Some of
these NTFPs are very valuable. However, overuse and poor management practices could decrease the availability of
these products or even lead to extirpation. Thus, good management of the NTFPs, conservation, and restoration of
natural resources might be a way to improve the quality of lives for villagers who live close by forests.
