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A Study on Characteristics of Fighting Cocks in Cock Fighting
Stadiums, Nakhon Rachasima Province
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ABSTRACT: The objective of this research was to study on characteristics of the fighting cocks at cock fighting
stadiums in Nakhon Rachasima Province. The 168 owners of the fighting cocks, in 7 stadiums in Nakhon Rachasima
Province were interviewed using questionnaires. The result found that the most popular stains for the fighting cocks
were the Burmese stains (23.7%), the Burmese and Vietnam (Si-Ngon) crossbred fighting cock (18.4%) and the
Burmese, Thai and northern Thai crossbred fighting cock (Pa-Koi) (3.7%). The average body weight for the fighting
cock mostly ranged between 2.60 - 3.00 kg (78.0%). The main characteristic for good fighter cocks was shank (17.6%),
The most favorite of the details of the characteristics for good fighter cocks were round shank (63.1%), yellow shank
(47.6%), two rows of the scale of shank (58.3%), needle spur (37.5%), stone comb (40.5%), the eyebrow that parallel
with the eyes (56.0%), wider breast (58.3%), red skin (90.5%), running laps around their opponents fighting style
(Ma-Lor) (23.1%) and two face fighting style (39.1%). The results of this study revealed that the major preference
of the cock’s species was the Burmese stains. The most important selective characteristic of the cock was shank.
